It will
eventually enable them to acquire career oriented skills and additional credits according
to National Credit Framework (NCrF) and New Education Policy (NEP) 2020 as well.

During the ceremony Dr. Nirmaljeet Singh Kalsi (Chairman) NCVET itself quoted that the
“looking at the expertise available with CSVTU, it is expected that CSVTU will excel in

building vocational education and skill development structure in the state and outside”.
He also praised the initiatives taken by CSVTU in skill development domain.
